( If the GP participates in person or by teleconference they will receive a CDM Item number so the Practice Staff can process remuneration for the GPs time at the meeting.





( The item number is 729 as listed on the Patient Plan�CONTRIBUTION by a medical practitioner (including a general practitioner, but not including a specialist or consultant physician) to a multidisciplinary care plan prepared by another provider or to a REVIEW of a multidisciplinary care plan prepared by another provider (not being a service associated with a service to which items 734 to 779 apply).
