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General Practice and the Mental Health Care System –

Your Chance to Have a Say!

The Human Rights and Equal Opportunity Commission (HREOC) and the Mental Health Council of Australia (MHCA) are holding Community Forums across Australia to investigate current consumer and carer experiences of mental health care. A report will be produced at the conclusion of the consultations, including a focus on the mental health services in each state and territory.

General practitioners (GPs) as the first port of call for most people with mental health concerns are very aware of the deficiencies of the mental health system.  It is important that general practice has input to these consultations to provide information about how the functioning of the state or territory mental health services, and the way they integrate with primary care, impacts on the ability to deliver quality mental health care to patients.
