Loan Policy and Procedure

Policy.

Equipment is available for clients in the PPCCS.

Equipment is requested and loaned via the palliative care service caring for the client.

Equipment is for community based care, not hospital based care.

Equipment is loaned free to the client and community based service.

Equipment is stored at the Pilbara Health Network, under the control of the coordinator.

Procedure for Accessing and Returning Loan Equipment

The Palliative care service will contact the PPCCS coordinator.

The Palliative care service and the coordinator will agree on who will transport the equipment. 

The PPCCS will pay any costs associated with equipment transport.

Equipment will be signed out and in by coordinator and the deliverer. 

All equipment is to be cleaned in accordance with Infection Control Standards prior to return to the coordinator.

Any faults are to be reported immediately to the coordinator.

Please ensure equipment is in good working order prior to return to the coordinator.
