General Practitioner Advice and Support

Governance

· Report to Executive Officer of AHDGP

· Liase with the AHDGP Medical Director on matters of clinical governance that effect the operation of the AHDGP.

· Report to and attend meetings of the Governance Committee, developing strategies in consultation with the Group Case Conferencing
Case Conferencing

In conjunction with the project officer, establish a case conference strategy for Palliative Care, and participate in the ongoing development and review of the system as the project progresses.

· Attend weekly meeting with the Project Officer, Palliative Care Nurses and the Bereavement Coordinator. Discuss difficult cases, new referrals, providing clinical medical advice and support as needed

· In conjunction with the multidisciplinary team, identify cases suitable for case conferencing. Attend case conference meetings as appropriate.

· Following case conference meeting, follow up on any clinical protocols, references etc as required, liaising with General Practitioners as appropriate.

Continuing Medical Education

Work with the project Officer to help develop training opportunities for General Practitioners, Practice Nurses, community and Hospital Nurses.
