PALLIATIVE CARE IN AGED CARE SCHOLARSHIPS

Guidelines for Applicants

The Australian Government is offering 10 scholarships in 2005 up to the value of $4,500 for remission of fees for students studying the Palliative Care in Aged Care awards from Flinders University.  Part scholarships may replace full scholarships in some circumstances.

Eligibility

Applicants for the scholarship must be enrolled or intending to enrol in the Graduate Certificate: Palliative Care in Aged Care or the Graduate Diploma: Palliative Care in Aged Care), at Flinders University.

People of Indigenous and Torres Strait Islander background are strongly encouraged to apply.

Tenure

Scholarships are to be granted to students enrolling in courses, not in single topics only.  Scholarships will be granted to students enrolling in the Graduate Certificate: Palliative Care in Aged Care or the Graduate Diploma in 2005.

The scholarship is awarded subject to the scholarship holder maintaining academic performance and progress (ie. a minimum of ‘pass’ grading and completion of the Graduate Certificate within 3 years and the Graduate Diploma within 5 years).

If a student withdraws before completion of the course, monies not yet used will return to the scholarship pool.  Monies already paid to the student for successfully completed topics will remain with the student.

Selection

The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of merit, by a Scholarship Selection Committee.  This committee will be comprised of: The Professor of Palliative and Supportive Services, Flinders University, one additional staff member from the Department of Palliative and Supportive Services (FUA) and one staff member from the Centre for Ageing Studies as nominated by the Director.

Preference will be give to an applicant who has not previously undertaken postgraduate study in palliative care or aged care.

Selection criteria will be based on a cumulative points system combining letters of support for candidates and the following criteria, ranked in order of weighted importance. 

1. Organisational need for staff with post-basic qualifications in palliative or aged care, i.e. applicants from organisations with no staff with post-basic qualifications in palliative or aged care;

2. Academic grounds; 

3. Demonstrated potential for leadership and wider application of learning.

If no applicants are considered to be of sufficient merit, the scholarships will not be awarded.

Applications

Applications must be made on the prescribed ‘Application Form’, available from the Administrative Assistant (Academic), Department of Palliative and Supportive Services, and the Higher Degree Administration and Scholarships Office, Flinders University, and lodged with the Department of Palliative and Supportive Services by December 17, 2004.
