PRINTING SHORT TERM OR P.R.N. DRUG LABELS FROM MEDICAL DIRECTOR

1. Put COMPACT label (LTMC-MD2) face up into manual feed tray of printer as marked.

2. Login to Medical Director and enter into patient’s record (press F2 at main screen and select appropriate patient).  Write Rx for drug if not currently prescribed.  (contact DDDGP if training is required in this function)
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Go to Summaries > then Drug Sheets > then Compact Business Systems (see diag.1 below)


















4. Select the drug  you wish to appear on the short term or PRN label (ensure short term or PRN drug order is selected on the right of the window - see diag. 2)







5. Press Print.  
6. If your label printed ok, press cancel on the drug sheet window and close down the patient file.  (file, close patient)
7. Please remember to close down Medical Director before leaving the facility.
