ACIR Child History Statements
Child History Statements are automatically generated by the ACIR at a child’s key immunisation milestones at one, two and five years of age.   The Statements are forwarded to parents/guardians at the most recent address recorded on the ACIR.

The Statement advises parents of the current immunisation details recorded on the ACIR for their child and also identifies information not recorded, which could prevent their child’s immunisation record being assessed as up-to-date.  

In addition to the milestone Statements, parents may request additional Statements at any time by phoning 1800 653 809 or by visiting the ACIR’s website at www.hic.gov.au.   Parents may also call the ACIR if they no longer  wish to receive the Child History Statements.

The HIC relies on providers to send immunisation data to the ACIR.  To maintain an accurate and complete record, it is essential that providers send this information to the ACIR as soon as possible.  It is also important that the child’s address is checked at the time of consultation to ensure that accurate address details are forwarded to the ACIR together with the immunisation information.  Note, the more immunisation data sent to the ACIR, the less need there will be for providers being asked to complete the Immunisation History forms.    

ACIR/GPII comparison 

An ACIR/GPII comparison chart has been developed to provide some descriptive boundaries around the differences between the immunisation coverage for ACIR and GPII.  The comparison chart has been included as a separate attachment to this newsletter.

UPDATE – ACIR Internet Site – Extension of Timeout Period

At present, all non-GP Internet users accessing the secure side of the ACIR Internet site must re-validate their password and provider number after fifteen minutes of Internet inactivity.  In response to feedback and requests made about the timeout period, the time allowed for inactivity is being extended to 30 minutes.  This change is expected to be implemented in early April.
