ACIR Facts and Fiction

ACIR – Practice Management Software

HIC is presently developing a new method for reporting immunisation information electronically to the ACIR via the immunisation provider’s practice management software.  Attached is information about this development, for your advice and further dissemination as required.

National ACIR Coverage Reporting

ACIR coverage reports are produced at the end of each calendar quarter for children registered with Medicare who are aged between 12-<15 months or   24-<27 months.  ACIR coverage is not the same as GPII coverage that uses different algorithms to assess a child’s immunisation status. 

Children aged between 12-<15 months

The child needs to have received the following immunisations by 12 months of age in order to be assessed as up-to-date for immunisation according to the National ACIR coverage:

· Diphtheria, Tetanus and Pertussis – dose 3

· Polio – dose 3

· Hepatitis B dose 2 or 3

· Haemophilus influenzae type b (Hib) – dose 2 or 3

Where any of the above vaccines were administered after the child turned 12 months of age, these are not included in the coverage calculation.

The following table outlines the coverage percentage as at 31 March 2002 for children born between 1/10/2000 and 31/12/2000.

Children aged between 24-<27 months

The child needs to have received the following immunisations by 24 months of age in order to be assessed as up-to-date for immunisation according to the National ACIR coverage:

· Diphtheria, Tetanus and Pertussis – dose 4

· Polio – dose 3

· Measles, Mumps and Rubella – dose 1

· Haemophilus influenzae type b (Hib) – dose 3 or 4 

Where any of the above vaccines were administered after the child turned 24 months of age, these are not included in the coverage calculation.
