Next Immunisation Newsletter

We are currently working on a feature for the next Newsletter which will identify all ACIR Internet reports that are available, who can access which reports and what they can be used for.  We hope you look forward to this.

National ACIR Coverage Reporting

The ACIR was established on 1 January 1996 as the national immunisation register.  In 1997 it commenced producing quarterly coverage reports for children aged between 12 - < 15 months.  At that time the national coverage rate reported was 75%.  Since then this coverage rate has increased and since December 2000 has been reported above 90%.  

In 1998, an older age group  - children aged between 24 - < 27 months, commenced having coverage rates reported for age appropriate immunisation.  At that time the national coverage rate for the older group was 64%, and since then it has consistently increased through each quarterly reporting period to 88.1% in June 2002.    

As at 30 June 2002, all children assessed for coverage at six years of age (those between 72 - < 75 months of age), have a date of birth equal to or greater than the commencement date of the ACIR, enabling immunisation coverage reports to be extracted for this oldest age group.   

As with the release of the previous immunisation coverage reports, coverage reported for this new group can be expected to increase similarly over time.  

A child's immunisation details are recorded on the ACIR when information is submitted by a recognised immunisation provider.  Hence, the accuracy of reports greatly depends on provider participation and the transitional flow of data between providers and the ACIR.

ACIR coverage is not the same as GPII coverage that uses different algorithms to assess a child’s immunisation status. 

Children aged between 12-<15 months

The child needs to have received the following by 12 months of age:

· Diphtheria, Tetanus and Pertussis – dose 3

· Polio – dose 3

· Hepatitis B dose 2 or 3

· Haemophilus influenzae type b (Hib) – dose 2 or 3

Where any of the above vaccines were administered after the child turned 12 months of age, these are not included in the coverage calculation.

The following table outlines the coverage percentage as at 30 June 2002 for children born between 1/1/2001 and 31/3/2001.

Children aged between 24-<27 months

The child needs to have received the following by 24 months of age:

· Diphtheria, Tetanus and Pertussis – dose 4

· Polio – dose 3

· Measles, Mumps and Rubella – dose 1

· Haemophilus influenzae type b (Hib) – dose 3 or 4 

Where any of the above vaccines were administered after the child turned 24 months of age, these are not included in the coverage calculation.

· Diphtheria, Tetanus and Pertussis – dose 5

· Polio – dose 4

· Measles, Mumps and Rubella – dose 2

Where any of the above vaccines were administered after the child turned six years of age, these are not included in the coverage calculation.
